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All AF units and AF tenants (including reserve components) on AF installations will normally participate in the host installation VPP.   In coordination with the regional federal OSHA and MAJCOM, installations will determine what constitutes the “VPP site”.  For example, an installation may choose to apply as an installation, or subordinate units and/or tenants may individually apply for VPP recognition.  This provides flexibility at the installation level.  MAJCOMs will work with installations to achieve this objective within operational constraints.  AF units on other service installations will participate in the VPP.  They should coordinate with their host installation and MAJCOM to determine the appropriate avenue of approach (e.g., as a component of the host installation VPP or separately as an AF tenant on the host installation).  Reserve component installations will be phased into the VPP in FY08.  Geographically separated units (GSU) will generally participate with their host base, but may participate as a separate VPP site if conditions warrant
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
